Diagnostic placement testing is given at a 
later date to determine your strengths and 
weaknesses in each of the five tests on the 
GED.  They are: Reading, Writing,  
Science, Social Studies and Mathematics.

come for an interview? 
 

No! We encourage you not to sign out  
until you have been accepted at  
Connections. 
 

How long do I stay in the  
Connections Program? 

 

It varies. The average length of stay is 
four to six months.
